Oncology Nursing


I chose oncology nursing as the career I was most interested in.  I chose this career because I’ve always been interested in nursing and always wanted to know more about cancer.  Many of my family members have cancer or had cancer and passed away from it and I’d love to be someone that helps people like that and I’d want to see them all progress, be in remission, and continue a normal life, though sometimes that’s not the case

Oncology nurses give their patients chemotherapy and have to calculate the dose that they give their patients so they don’t receive too much.  They also have to calculate the body surface area of the person by calculating their height times their weight.


Starting salaries for oncology nurses start at about $45,634 per year.  Nurses with four years of experience earn up to $73,891 per year.  As nurses gain experience, their salary will increase.


To become an oncology nurse, a student must finish an undergraduate degree or diploma program in nursing and obtain licensure as a registered nurse (RN). Diploma and associate degree programs take 2-3 years to complete, while bachelor's degree programs are four years in length. To attend graduate school, applicants must have a Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN). Registered nurses with a diploma or associate's degree (ADN) in nursing must upgrade to a bachelor's degree by enrolling in a bridge program before applying to grad school. Each type of program incorporates classroom and clinical experience.
