The video I watched featured a man who was the founder of tech shop RDU in Raleigh; the man’s name was Scott Saxon. Although he was an entrepreneur that is not what interested me, the UAV part however caught my attention. UAVs are Unmanned Aerial Vehicles used by the US military for reconnaissance or as attack aircraft. This field interests me because attacking the enemy from above without putting lives on the line is always a better tactic.


The UAV design field involves countless math and physics functions, these may include using math to design a UAV to perfect scale, in order to do that you would have to know the dimensions of your desired scale and calculate that by a fraction of your desired scale. It is tedious and requires precise calculations but then you have to put physics into effect; to see if the prototype can withstand certain types of environmental conditions and speeds. If it doesn’t then it’s back to math, what I mean is recalculating wing and fuselage angles and dimensions until you get it right.


A UAV designer and pilot makes anywhere from 47,000 to 53,000 dollars a year, but that price comes with a load of education and training. You will need a bachelor’s degree in engineering, a degree in physical science or mathematics. Plus on the job training and workshops.


The schooling for this job is intense, but it is an interesting and prominent field that will see a lot of industry in the future, with warfare starting to get more an more technological.
